Similar to ESSER I and ESSER Il under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act and
the Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations (CRRSA) Act respectively, the
American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief {ARP ESSER) Fund under the
American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act of 2021 allows the State Education Agency (SEA) and its Local
Educational Agencies (LEAs) to expend funds flexibly “to help safely reopen and sustain the safe
operation of schools and address the impact of the coronavirus pandemic on the nation’s students.”

migratory students, children who are incarcerated, and other underserved students—and to take such
input into account in the development of the APR ESSER LEA use of funds plan.

The New Hampshire Department of Education received the first portion (two-thirds) of the American
Rescue Plan Elementary and Secoendary School Emergency Relief (ARP ESSER) Fund under the American
Rescue Plan (ARP) Act of 2021 on March 24, 2021. Similar to ESSER | and ESSER Il under the Corenavirus
Ald, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act and the Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental
Appropriations (CRRSA) Act respectively, this fund allows the State Education Agency (SEA} and its Local
Educational Agencies (LEAs) to expend funds flexibly “to help safely reopen and sustain the safe operation
of schools and address the Impact of the coronavirus pandemic on the nation’s students.”

The New Hampshire Department of Education (NH DOE), upon receipt of regulatory and guldance
documents from the US Education Department, will award 90 percent of ARP ESSER to local education
agencles (LEAS) based on FY2020 Title |, Part A allocations in fiscal year 2020 within 60 days of receipt or
by May 24, 2021. The NH DOE will prepare allocations and deliver funds via the existing reporting and

application software, the online Grants Management System (GMS). LEAs will submit application
documents, including program assurances and allowable grant activities, through this software, enabling
two-way commuinication and relmbursement of expenses,

Additionally, within 30 days of the subgrant date, LEAs that receive ARP ESSER funds must make publicly
available on Its website a plan for the safe return to in-person instruction and continuity of services. LEAs
may also meet this requirement if the LEA “developed and made publicly available on the LEA’s website
such a plan that meets statutory requirements before the enactment of the ARP.” In both scenarios, the
LEA must seek public comment and take such comments into account in the development of the plan
before making the plan publicly avallable

The NHDOE will communicate allocations, guidance and regulations on allowable activities and
expenditures. LEAs wlll submit program assurances and activities. NHDOE will review, approve or suggest
edits, and LEAs will be allowed to spend available funds to be reimbursed through the reporting system.

An LEA receiving ARP ESSER must reserve at least 20 percent of funds “to address learning loss through
the implementation of evidence-based interventions and ensure that those interventions respond to
students’ social, emotional, and academic needs and address the disproportionate Impact of COVID-19
on underrepresented student subgroups.” Remaining LEA ARP ESSER funds may be used for a wide range
of activities, including;

Education and Family Literacy Act {AEFLA), ar Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act
of 2006 (Perkins CTE});

1 percent of the total ARP ESSER allocation for evidence-based comprehensive afterschool
programs.

In support of the objectives noted above, the Department commits to: adequately monitoring the formula
subgrantees; assisting in the development of remote learning programming; providing technical
assistance to understand new legislation and new flexibilities; supporting fiscal compliance guidance and
support.

INFORMATIONAL ITEM

The Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM), administers the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) Public Assistance (PA) program, which provides federal assistance through reimbursement grants to
government organizations and certain private nonprofit organizations following a Presidential disaster declaration to quickly respond
and recover from major disasters or emergencies. FEMA provides grant assistance for debris removal, life-saving emergency protective
measures, and the repair, replacement, or restoration of disaster-damaged publicly owned facilities, and the facilities of certain private
non-profit organizations. The PA program also encourages future protection from subsequent events by providing assistance for hazard
mitigation measures during the recovery process. The federal share of assistance typically covers 75% of the eligible costs for emergency
measures and permanent work. The remaining 25% non-federal share is the responsibility of the applicant.

FEMA recently completed Preliminary Damage Assessment (PDA) estimates for the July 17-19 2021 flooding event. The PDA estimates
listed below only cover potential eligible work to bring the damages back to their pre-event status, and do not include any mitigation
work. Mitigation work is scoped and added to FEMA PA projects at a future time in the recovery process, which can cause final project
costs to significantly increase. HSEM does not know whether impacted communities will be able to meet their estimated 25% match
based on the PDA estimate or the unknown total project costs.
