FIS 21-395 Governor's Office for Emergency Relief And Recove1y - On a motion by 
Senator Rosenwald, seconded by Senator Morse, that the Committee approve the request of the 
Governor's Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery through June 30, 2023 to; Requested 
Action 2) Item #1, contingent upon G&C approval of Requested Action #1; authorize the 
Department of Administrative Services to accept and expend $250,000 in federal Coronavirus 
Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act Coronavirus Relief Funds (CRF) from the 
Governor's Office for Emergency Relief And Recovery for HV AC upgrades to provide HEP A 
filtration in public state buildings for work under contract by December 31, 2021 to the extent 
the work is completed and paid for by September 30, 2022, and Request Action 2) Item #2: 
contingent upon G&C approval of Requested Action # 1; authorize State Agencies to accept and 
expend $7,800,000 in federal Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act 
Coronavirus Relief Funds (CRF) from the Governor's Office for Emergency Relief And 
Recovery for expenses of providing paid sick and paid family and medical leave to public 
employees to enable compliance with COVID-19 public health precautions between March 1, 
2020, and December 31, 2021.

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FIS 21-396 Governor's Office for Emergency Relief And Recovery - On a motion by 
Senator Morse, seconded by Senator D' Allesandro, that the Committee approve the request of 
the Governor's Office for Emergency Relief And Recovery to amend the following by changing 
the funding sources from ARP A SFRF to CARES CRF funds through June 30, 2023 to; 1) 
amend FIS 21-394, approved December 17, 2021, by changing the funding source for the 
allocation of $4,004,000 for testing at the University of New Hampshire lab for Long Term Care 
Facilities, and 2) amend FIS 21-361, approved November 19, 2021, by changing the funding 
source for the allocation of $8,008,000 for the Department of Health and Human Services 
contract for COVID-19 At Home Testing with Vault, and 3) amend FIS #21-315, approved 
October 22, 2021, by changing the funding source for the allocation of $4,686,000 for New 
Hampshire Hospital support for COVID-19 vaccine administration conducted by Federally 
Qualified Health Centers and voluntary school based and/or community clinics conducted by 
Regional Public Health Networks, and 4) amend FIS 21-170, approved June 18, 2021, by 
changing the funding source for the allocation of $2,500,000 for the New Hampshire 
Employment Security Summer Stipend Return to Work Program to incentivize return to work in 
summer 2021.
