On a motion by Representative Stepanek, seconded by Senator Morse, that the
Committee approve the remaining requests under this section as submitted. MOTION
ADOPTED. [FIS 12-055 Department of Environmental Services — authorization to amend FIS 09-312,
approved September 29, 2009, by reallocating $38,000 in federal ARRA funds through September 30,
2014, FIS 12-057 Public Utilities Commission — authorization to amend FIS 10-112, approved April 12,

On a motion by Representative Stepanek, seconded by Senator Morse, that the
Committee approve the request of the Department of Information Technology to accept and
expend $880,922. MOTION ADOPTED.

On a further motion by Senator Larsen, seconded by Senator Bragdon for discussion, that
the Committee allow the Department of Information Technology to transfer $4,400 to the newly
created organization dues line, with the understanding that the funds are for the organization of
State Chiefs of Information Officers. After discussion, Senator Larsen withdrew the motion.
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FIS 12-059 Department of Safety — Wesley Colby, Director of Administration,
Department of Safety, and Peter Thomson, Coordinator, New Hampshire Highway Safety
Agency, presented the request and responded to questions of the Committee.

On a motion by Representative Stepanek, seconded by Senator Bragdon, that the
Committee approve the request of the Department of Safety to accept and expend $26,000.
