Qber has a questi on.

REP. OBER: |'mon Page 3 of 4 of the docunment that you
submtted. Question four says, "Has a sim/lar program been
requested of the Legislature and denied?" And you said no. In
actual fact, House Bill 626 is before the Legislature and was
retained for study and is being studied. However, it does not
include the two staff that are here, and it does not include
those staff going to your agency. So | was very concerned by
what appeared to be msleading information in the docunent we
got to us. Were you aware that that bill had been retained and
was bei ng worked on, because | know you testified before it. |
was at the public hearing.

COLONEL (RET.) PERRY: | did testify about 636, but | did

not know -- | was not aware that these two VSO positions were in
that bill.

REP. OBER: They are not in the bill. That's part of the
problemis that new positions usually cone through
| egislative -- legislation via a bill, and this has not been

done. And this set up of these veteran services is currently
bei ng studi ed by House Commttee ED&A. It hasn't even passed to
the Senate for their public hearing or their take. So I was
concerned by this answer because it is a simlar program and it
i s being studied by the House.

COLONEL (Ret.) PERRY: There was no intent to mslead the
Comm ttee. Those positions were not originally in the bill.
These two positions were or intended to be created pursuant to
t he Executive Order that the Governor issued.

REP. OBER: But these positions are not actually in that
Executive Order either if you read it, which | did. So it's just
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a |l ot of confusion here about the accuracy of what we see in
front of us and a concern that you' re bypassing the |egislative
process and goi ng through our public hearings. | nean, typically
we start in the House. It passes to the Senate. W trust our
col l eagues on their side to do as thorough a job as we do. W've
chosen to study it. So nothing is going to pass to the Senate at
this time because we've retained it.

CHAI RVAN KURK: | think the concern that we have is that the
Legislature is looking at this issue. And in the mdst of our
doing that, and it takes a little bit nore tinme, perhaps, than
others would like, but in the mdst of doing that the Executive
Branch has decided from our perspective to preenpt that
| egi sl ative process and institute an executive solution. And
this is bothersone to us because, as | say, we are |ooking at
this and we are not ready to take action.

It may be at the end of the day what the Governor has
proposed is what the Legislature finally decides to do or it may
be sonething different. But the thought is that it should be the
Legi sl ature rather than the Executive Branch that makes this
kind of a decision going through the normal | egislative process.
Because that was troubling, these questions have arisen.

And that noney represents a
percentage of a $145 million set aside account w thin that
appropriation that was to be targeted to states that were
i npacted nost fromthe opioid crisis. W are required to apply
for the use of those funds, but that's the budget that's been
created that's been allocated to us potentially. | got an
80- page docunent delivered in ny In Box last night at 6 o' clock
telling nme howto apply for it. W are, obviously, going through
that very quickly. There's a date in August. | can't renenber
the date in August, but there's a deadline in August that we
have to submt the information for. W are, obviously, doing so.
Qovi ously, be working with the Governor. | think, again,
subject to his thoughts as well | hope there will be an
opportunity to discuss with the Legislature potentially at the
Fiscal Commttee nmeeting in July, should there be a neeting in
July, of howthe State is going to be applying for the use of
t hese funds.

The program | apse on
here is estimated to be about 14 mllion. W recently provided
an estimate to the Departnent of Admi nistrative Services with a
range of about 14 to 17 mllion. So | put the conservative
estimate on the Dashboard.

We have sonme difficulties estimating our |apse from Dol T.
So the closer we get to the end of the year, the better we're
able to estimate that. It's really their cost allocation and
then our cost allocation. So it takes a little tinme and cl oser
to the end of the year to cone to an exact nunber fromthem

CHAI RMAN KURK: Senat or.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO Wth reference to Senator Daniels' query
with regard to the potential CH P repaynent, you' ve got that on
the list at 2.7 mllion. Wien you going -- when is that decision
going to be nmade?

M5. ROUNDS: So | believe that that will be part of what
comes out with our total |apse. If we exceed our |apse, which if
you i nclude our excess revenue, we have exceeded our | apse, then
| woul d consider that paid back. If we don't, then it's not.

In Devel opnent al
Disabilities Wait List, sonmething we watch constantly, where are
we at this point in tine?

MR. MEYERS: Well, I'd ask Chris Santaniello to conme up and
gointoalittle bit further. But as | think you all may know,
the Legislature appropriated $5.4 mllion now and so Chris has a
pl an that she's inplenenting to, obviously, reduce the Wait List
accordingly.
