SEN. DANI ELS: Thank you. In the brief exans that you did in
March, the results of those there were two areas that canme back
good, two cane back bad, and three you indicated that you did
not have enough tine to elicit the data that you were | ooking
for to determ ne conpliance or non-conpliance.

So | want to tie that together with your request
for -- that's before us now to do the nore broad exam nation
and ask you if there are any netrics that you have devel oped to
| et us know when the data conmes back if there are things in
non- conpl i ance, what are you going to do about it. | guess ny
guestion, too, on the areas that you have identified as
non- conpl i ance on the March, have you done anything to put in
| egi slation that would rectify the situation going forward or
just what the plan of action of the Departnent is? And I'd |ike
to apply all that thought process to the new request as well and
ask if the Departnment could give this Commttee netrics to show
us, nunber one, what you're going to do with the data, howit's
going to be treated, if there's non-conpliance how that's going
to be addressed, are you going to resolve problens?

And, thirdly, I would also ask that there be no
exam nations of conpanies that you' re not going to have tine
enough to get the data that you need, because | see that as just
kind of wasting the noney that's before us, whether it's Federal
or State, Federal in this case. So just ask for a little bit of
prepl anning on that to determ ne what conpanies you're going to
| ook for and what the nmetrics are going to be for what the
results you get back. And 1'd like to put that as a
conditional -- conditional on approving your request. |Is that
sonething you' d be able to bring back to us, say, at the next
nmeet i ng?
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M5. PATTERSON. Yes, thank you, Senator Daniels. W'd be
happy to conme back at the next neeting with nmetrics. And just
in brief, you know, market conduct exans are a process that are
used by all insurance regul ators whereby we ask for specific
data fromthe conpany. They are obligated by law to provide it.
W then ook at it to determ ne whether they are treating
consuners in accordance with the | aw.

The issue with our first round of exans and really one of
t he bi ggest issues as you've nentioned was that one of the
carriers did not tinely respond, which is a significant problem
when we are conducting market conduct exam nations. And so part
of the reason for the second round of exam nations is to nake
sure that when we | ook at these issues we do get that
information fromthe conpany in a tinely fashion so that we can
fully analyze it.

So we agree and recognize that that is a critical inportant
piece of this. So | think we'd cone back -- we can talk in nore
detail about the needs for these exans; but, again, as you
identified, Senator, at the tinme that we rel eased the results of
this first round of exam nations there were clearly sonme areas
t hat needed further followup, including |ooking nore broadly at
the carrier's conpliance with parity requirenments for al
behavi oral health services, not just SUD treatnent services,
whi ch was the focus of the first round of exanms. And then al so
| ooking at their conpliance wth some of the State | aws that had
passed nore recently, and |ooking at nore recent tinme franes
because each exam does | ook at how carriers treat people in the
mar ket pl ace during a specific tinme frane.

The first exans were for 2015. W need to |l ook at the tine
period for 2016 and al so at additional carriers. So that is a
big piece of why it's inportant for us to conduct these
addi ti onal rounds of exans.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. WII| you make sure that you keep
in touch with Senator Daniels during the interimto get the

metrics and so forth?
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M5. PATTERSON:. Yes, thank you, M. Chairman. W' d be happy
to work with Senator Daniels on that.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Good norning, M. Lavoie.

MR. LAVOE: For the record, Steven Lavoie, D rector of
Adm ni stration for the Departnent of Safety. And with me is M ke
Todd. He's our Public Information Oficer for the Departnent.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you both for being here and for your
wi |l lingness to answer questions. Representative Eaton.

REP. EATON. M. Lavoie, these are the Federal funds that
are used for ad canpaigns for don't drive drunk, click your seat
belt, that sort of thing?

MR. LAVOE: Correct. So these are -- these are advertising
canpaigns related to O fice of H ghway Safety nessagi ng,
i ncluding driving while intoxicated nessages; and they're a
conponent of the Hi ghway Safety Plan and canpai gn. W have
managenent reviews fromthe Federal H ghway Safety Agency, from
NHTSA, and one of the areas of concern that they had was rel ated
to the lack of nedia and publicity with our existing H ghway
Safety plans. This nedia canpaign is intended to address that.
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REP. EATON: And fol | ow up.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Fol | ow up.

REP. EATON: It's ny understanding that the reason you're
here is this contract goes out well in advance for an extended
period. You had approval and then that part of the approval ran
out. There's remai nder funds, ad canpai gns continued, even
t hough there's a part of the contract that says they won't be
paid if funds are not available. So that's the scenario we're at
this nonment, why you're back?

MR. LAVO E: That's correct.

REP. EATON: And one followup is, since | think there's
somewhat unanimty of folks here that New Hanpshire has one of
the best records on seat belt usage, any chance we can convert
those funds into a canpaign to train people to keep right except
to pass on doubl e | ane hi ghways?

MR. LAVO E: That could be considered as part of a H ghway
Saf ety messagi ng canpai gn.

** REP. EATON: Wth that, M. Chairman, | nove ought to pass.

CHAl RMAN KURK: |Is there a second?

LOU D ALLESANDRO, State Senator, Senate District #20:
Second.

ANDY SANBORN, State Senator, Senate District #09: Thank
you, M. Chair. Thank you for comng in. Is this also part of
t he orange signs that are poking around when you tal k about how
the Departnent's nessagi ng safety? You see those little sack
orange signs that are poking around southern New Hanpshire. Are
you using these funds for that or is that different funds?

MR LAVOE: | don't believe those are Departnent of Safety
signs. | think those are fromthe Departnent of Transportation.

SEN. SANBORN: Ckay, thank you very rnuch.

MR. LAVO E: Yes.

CHAI RVAN KURK: M. Lavoie, is there any evidence that this
advertising canpai gn works?

MR. LAVO E: W do have evidence fromthe Federal agencies,
statistical evidence that nmedia canpaigns conbined with

enforcenent work. | don't have evidence that this specific
canpai gn works. We don't have that type of data. But there is
data that -- that proves that a conbination of enforcenent based

messagi ng conbi ned with actual highway rel ated enforcenent does
have an i npact on behavi or.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. Further questions? There being
none, are you ready for the question? The notion before us is
to approve Fiscal 17-129.

The first one is Fiscal 17-151, a request
fromthe Departnent of Education. Well, let ne step back.

REP. OBER: Do we want --

CHAI RVAN KURK: These need to be revi ewed separately. There
are questions about each of them So there being no Consent
Cal endar, we will go to item nunber 17-151 first. This is a
request fromthe Departnment of Education for authorization to
transfer 10,000 in Federal funds in and anong the accounting
uni ts through June 30'", 2019, and accept and expend $2, 179, 841
in Federal funds through June 30'", 2019. Is there soneone from
t he Departnent who can answer questions? Conmmi ssioner, good
nor ni ng.
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FRANK EDELBLUT, Comm ssioner, Departnment of Education: How
are you? For the record, Frank Edel bl ut, Conmm ssioner of
Education. And --

TAMW VAI LLANCOURT, Chief Financial Oficer, Departnment of
Education: Tamry Vaillancourt, Chief Financial Oficer.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you both for being here. Question.
Does this work and what evidence do you have?

VMR. EDELBLUT: Actually, so what these -- so what these
funds are are left over SIG Gants. So what that neans is there
was a Federal programthat is not carrying forward under ESSA.
So the grants were extended to us to be able to use and depl oy
i n non-perform ng schools, schools in need of inprovenent.

Those grants were made. Not all of the grant funds were spent by
t he schools that those grant funds were given to. And so these
are kind of left over funds in there, and we are -- basically,
we' ve gone through our grant funds and seen who's consuned the
grants that they have been given and who hasn't. And so we have
gathered all those back up, and we are trying to then receive

t hose funds back into our accounting record so that we can push
t hose back out to the schools to be able to use.

In terms of whether or not the funds are effective in terns
of the nature of the deploynent of the funds, there was a
Federal study that pointed out that total Federal grant was
about $7 billion, and the Federal study indicated that there was
l[ittle inprovenent in the schools that received those grants. In
the details of the report, you'll see that New Hanpshire schools
performed better in ternms of the inprovenent outcones than
nationally, but not significant amounts of inprovenent.

W have seen -- today we have 16 schools that are under SIG
Grant status, which basically nmeans a school in need of
i mprovenent. You know, that nunber has conme down. W had 21 the
prior year. W've got 16 this year. We're finalizing the results
for this year and | ooks like we'll probably have 11. So what |
woul d say is that schools are comng off of this in need of

i nprovenent status. Whether or not there is correl ati on between
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t he spending of these grant funds that is directly attributed to
that or not, | can't tell you the answer to that.

CHAl RVAN KURK: Thank you. So the Federal Governnent, in
effect, is cancelling a program which was ineffective.

VMR. EDELBLUT: The Federal Governnent is cancelling this
program

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you.

REP. EATON: Well done.

REP. OBER: That was a polite way to do that.

KENNETH WEYLER, State Representative, Rocki ngham County,
District #13: 1t's amazing.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Further questions. Senator D All esandro.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO Thank you, M. Chairman. Wen you | ocate
a school that needs inprovenent and give thema grant, there is
a period of tine it takes to get that school noving from
one -- fromone particular position to another. | have a school
inny district which was on the list, the Parker-Varney School,
t he Parker-Varney El enentary School. It went fromthe school
t hat needed i nprovenent to the best grammar school in the state.
So it did show significant -- significant results. And it's a
school that has a significant diversity in its population, an
ever - changi ng popul ati on.

I n Manchester nost of the youngsters that are in the
granmmar schools, the K through five, they're not in the sane
school in June that they were in Septenber, because there's a
30% novenent. So to inprove a school does take a period of tine.
And | would -- | would think that the real test of the spending
of these dollars is to | ook at what's happened over a period of
time, it's got to be maybe a three-year period, and to see what
has actually happened within that environnment. It's a very, very
difficult situation. You' ve got trenmendous diversity now,
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particularly in these centers that novenent that takes place,
you know, by what's happened in the famly situations puts the
schools in a very, very difficult situation; but sonme of them
have been inproving. And | think that's the inportant thing,

t hey have been i nproving.

MR. EDELBLUT: Yes, so you're absolutely right that it takes
time to nake the inprovenent. These grants when they're given
are, in fact, three-year grants. So the residual left over is a
residual of a long-term programthat has been taking place.

Par ker-Varney is one of our SIG schools this year, but we
anticipate that they will be off that |ist for next year because
of the good work that Any Allen, the principal there, has done
internms of trying to personalize educational opportunities for
her students.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Further questions. Representative Wyl er
noves the item be approved. |Is there a second?

REP. OBER: Second.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO. Second.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Seconded by Senator D Allesandro. |'msorry,
seconded by Representative Ober.

REP. EDELBLUT: So this is the sanme circunstance in that
this is a programthat the Federal Governnent has ended the
mat h- sci ence partnershi p and what we have done is gone
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through -- we've nmade grants in the past under this program In
all cases the funds have not been expended by the grantees, and
so that we are collecting, you know, if they don't spend it in a
grant period then it cones back to us. So we are basically
sayi ng what do we have left in this programand how woul d we
grant that funding back out to sonebody in a way that,

hopefully, will get results; but, again, it's not an ongoing
type of a program This would be kind of a | ast shot.

Il will tell you in the particular grant here where we are
dealing with the math partnership, these grants have sone fairly
narrow paraneters fromthe Federal Governnent in ternms of how
they are used. They are principally designed to create prograns
for teacher professional devel opnent. And we -- the last of this
funding is going to shift in terns of where it goes.

Hi storically, has been given to one vendor. This year it's going
to another vendor. As | read through the different proposals,

t he second proposal seened to be one that had a different
approach to try to engage the educators in a way that would
potentially be nore effective. But basically, though, this is
the end of this programat this point in tine.

CHAl RMAN KURK: Was it effective?

MR. EDELBLUT: The Federal Governnent has cancell ed the
programat this point in tine.

CHAl RMAN KURK: Was it effective?

MR. EDLEBLUT: | think they've concluded that it was not.

CHAI RVAN KURK: But you're optimstic that with this second
or additional other vendor that you're willing to give it a shot
with Federal dollars that this will be effective.

REP. EDELBLUT: So we are taking a different approach in
terms of the way that we engage it. So, for exanple, the
previ ous approach was, you know, had a | ot of Commttee work. So
one of the philosophies that |"musing as we try and push these

funds out is to make sure that they get as close to the intended
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pur pose of the grant as possible. You know, that there's not a

| ot of adm nistration that takes place between, you know, us and
the ultinmate activity that's taking place. So we have increased
t he professional devel opnment for the educators by changi ng
vendors fromthree days of professional devel opnent to ten days
of professional devel opnent. So, if nothing el se, they' re going
to get a lot nore education in that process and, in theory, then
that would translate into better outcomes and better teaching
experiences in their classroons.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you bot h again. The question is that
there seens -- the itemseens to indicate that this is required
by an audit and yet it's a position. Did the audit require the
posi tion?

MR. LAVO E: No. The audit does not require the position.
What this itemis doing is establishing -- requesting to
establish a part-tinme position to assist the Division in
addressing the audit findings.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Because exi sting personnel are otherw se
occupi ed and cannot do that; is that correct?

MR, LAVO E: Correct. W have additional personnel or the
current personnel are focused on their day-to-day activities.
They need to be involved in the process and help to address
t hese conponents. But to ensure that we address the audit
findings tinely and effectively, we need additional resources.

CHAI RVAN KURK: And this person -- and this position wll be
elimnated once the activity of addressing the audit findings
has been conpleted; is that correct?

MR. LAVOE: That's correct. It's a tenporary part-tine
position for this purpose.

CHAl RVAN KURK: And wi Il not be norphed into sone other
position subsequently?

MR. LAVOE: There's no intention of it to be norphed into a
different position at this point in tine.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. Senator Dani el s.

SEN. DANI ELS: Thank you. Since |I'm assum ng that the
deficiencies that were found in the audit report were
deficiencies that were based on day-to-day workings and
sonet hing that was done wong, why would it not be the

responsi bility of the existing supervisors to take care of those
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ef ficiencies and make sure things are done right as opposed to
creating another part-time position to do that?

MR. LAVOE: That's a good point. It is the responsibility
of the supervisors in those respective areas wherever the
comment m ght be. The concern that we have is the supervisors
al ready are tasked with their day-to-day activities. They don't
really have the capacity to necessarily address every finding
and build the processes necessary to prevent themfrom
reoccurring w thout inpacting their work. So this position would

be working closely with those -- those | eads within those
sections to address each one of these comments, and al so act as
a -- as an overall -- 1 alnost want to say a project manager.

Sonmeone who's responsi ble for maki ng sure these are being
addressed across the Division itself. It's not just in one area.

SEN. DANI ELS: Fol | ow up

CHAI RVAN KURK:  Fol | ow up.

SEN. DANIELS: So you're saying that the existing managers
do not have the tinme to nmake sure that those that they are
supervising are conpliant and that we need to get another person
to do that. And when that person disappears, who's to say that
things aren't going to fall back into non-conpliance because the
managers won't have tinme to manage it?

MR LAVO E:. So the issues with non-conpliance have to do
with the current process. If we have a situation where we are
not in conpliance with sonething, that's an indication that the
current process isn't functioning as we had originally intended.
This part-timer would help us and hel p those supervisors to
devel op the new process and inplenment that new process to then
be conpliant. There's a lot of tinme that's required in -- in
anal yzing the existing process, even finding out where those
weaknesses are that will address the conpliance issues that are
noted. And that's the role of this position is to provide that
extra -- that extra time. Once the process is established, once
the new process is created, then this position's no | onger

necessary. The supervisors can be operating within that new
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process training their enpl oyees on how t hat new process shoul d
work, and the end result is we have stronger controls over our
conpl i ance areas.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Representative Wyl er.

REP. VWEYLER: Thank you, M. Chairman. |If Vernont Yankee is
no | onger produci ng power, where's the noney com ng fromthat
says Vernont Yankee?

MR, LAVO E: So Vernont Yankee is no | onger producing power
but the plant is not fully deconm ssioned. So the process of
decommi ssioning is going to happen over the next 20, 30 plus

years. The Vernont Yankee is still providing sone |evel of
support to the State of New Hanpshire because there are stil
ri sks associated wwth that facility until it's fully

deconni ssi oned.

REP. VEYLER: So foll ow up.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Fol | ow up.

REP. WEYLER: These are deconm ssioning funds basically the
nmoney that's comng into this?

MR. LAVO E: These are -- these are nucl ear program
assessnment funds for which Vernont Yankee had been paying the
State of New Hanpshire all along. They have been reduced
significantly over the | ast several years because the plant has
shut down, but they're still related to the nucl ear planning
assessnent .

REP. WEYLER: Thank you. Thank you, M. Chairnman.

CHAI RVAN KURK: So if it turns out over the next 20 to
30 years that there's not enough noney in the decomi ssioning
fund to pay the cost of decomm ssioning, we now have | ess noney
in the assessnment fund which m ght be used to suppl enent the
| ack of funds in nmy hypothesis and now you're using those for

ot her purposes? Are you confortable that there will be enough
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nmoney to decomm ssion this wthout assessing rate payers in the
future?

MR LAVOE: Well, thisis -- this is the Vernont -- Vernont
Yankee pl ant.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Yeah.

MR. LAVOE: | guess |I'mconfused as to the question about
assessing rate payers.

CHAI RMAN KURK: | thought that -- it was ny understanding
t hat New Hanpshire rate payers through Vernont Yankee had been
putting noney into this fund, and we were responsible along with
Vermont and the other New Engl and states for deconm ssioni ng.
That's not the case ny question is incorrect.

MR LAVOE: | don't know [|I'd have to get back to you on
that. I'mnot famliar with that, the specifics of that
arrangemnent .

CHAI RVAN KURK: Representative Eaton.

REP. EATON: M. Lavoie, isn't it correct that there is an
annual stipend that is schedul ed over the next 20 years to the
State of New Hanpshire to cover mtigation costs related to
Ver nont Yankee that have nothing to do with rate payers or a
pool, it is a schedul ed declining stipend?

MR. LAVO E: Correct, as part of the nuclear program
assessnent fund. Yes.

CHAI RMVAN KURK: Thank you for hel ping ne out.

REP. EATON: Trying to get there.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Senat or Sanbor n.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you, M. Chair. Quys, thanks. |

appreciate it. | don't recall ever seeing people conme to Fiscal
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to hire a part-tine or full-tine staff to conply with
deficiencies of an audit before. Does this happen often and how
often has it happened? |'ve never seen anything cone in so | may
have just mssed it.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Perhaps M. Kane would be better able to
answer that question.

M CHAEL KANE, Legisl ative Budget Assistant, Ofice of
Legi sl ati ve Budget Assistant: Yeah, it's not -- well, the
agenci es, they have an option. They have to address the audit
findings so they can do it with existing staff if they have it.

Totally separate fromthe decomm ssioning funds that
you' re tal king about, which are the funds necessary to actually
decomm ssion the plant.

The total unfunded positions
is going to be ten whether this gets approved or not. It's just
whet her we're getting the needs net within the Departnent.

CHAl RMAN KURK: | think we understand that.

M5. SHI BINETTE: Ckay. |I'mgoing to |let Sheri answer next.

REP. ROSENWALD: Thank you.

M5. ROCKBURN: As far as the MET shortfall, | haven't been
actively involved in that lately so |I'd have to go back.
Unfortunately, | don't have the information for you today is to
see where that stands. | know that there was sone concerns | ast
year in terns of whether or not the Federal rule was still going

to be upheld or appealed. So I kind of need to look into that a
little bit nore because |'mnot sure where that is.

CHAI RVAN KURK: | think this deals with the other question.
Because the MET revenue was below the floor, the rate went down
fromb5.4 to 5.25.

SHI BINETTE: | know that Comm ssioner Meyers has been
actively nmeeting with the Comunity Mental Health Centers and
the providers in the community to find out what their obstacles
are. And he's actively working with themto identify ways to
hel p them overcone those obstacles so that they are able to bid
on t hese prograrns.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO  Thank you, M. Chairman. You say in
the second -- in the second sentence that you've adjusted the
RFP. So you've nade changes in the RFP to add flexibility. Is
it your perception that these changes were desperately needed?
| nmean, you don't get any replies through an RFP that's a
dangerous situation. So in terns of devel opi ng the new RFP,
could you bring to our attention the flexibility that's in the
new RFP that creates a perception that you're going to get a
positive response to this situation?

M5. SHI BI NETTE: Sone of -- sonme of those things had to do
with input fromproviders on why they could not bid on an RFP
Sonme of it was tinme frame in the anount of tinme it took to
prepare the RFP. So both of those areas inpact the bidders
ability to come forward. So the Departnment kind of
t hought -- we really honed in on we needed to be flexible
because we want innovative prograns in the state. And that's
what we're trying to do by reposting these RFPs and bei ng nore
flexible to get the good ideas comng in the door

CHAI RVAN KURK: Fol | ow up.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO Is there a tinme frame established for
t he response?

MS. SHI Bl NETTE: There are tine franes. | don't have them
with me, but there are tine franmes established, yes.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO  Thank you.
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CHAI RVAN KURK: Representative Rosenwal d.

REP. ROSENVWALD: Thank you, M. Chairman. On Table 10 —and
|"msorry, | don't have the page nunbers —which is the
Devel opnental Disability Wait List, | see that we currently two
months into the year have 158 people on a -- on the DD Wit
List. Could you explain why that is?

M5. SHI BINETTE: | have Chris Santaniello here who is
responsible for the Wait List so I'mgoing to ask her to come up
and answer that question.

REP. ROSENVALD: Thank you.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Good norning. Thank you for being here.
Could you identify yourself for the record?

CHRI STI NE SANTANI ELLO, Departnent of Heal th and Human
Services: Sure. |I'mChris Santaniello fromthe Departnent of
Heal th and Human Services. Thank you for having ne. Yes,
Representati ve Rosenwal d, we still have 158 people on the
waiting list. At the end of |ast Fiscal Year, we had 227 people
waiting for services. W -- with the funding that was all ocated
to the Departnment to serve individuals with devel opnent a
disabilities, we anticipated that we could serve 257 people in
Fi scal Year 18 and continue their services into Fiscal Year 19.

As of today, the Area Agencies have reported that they've
al l ocated funding to 295 people. So we've been really working
hard with themto maxim ze the dollars that we have to serve as
many peopl e as possi bl e.

Al so, at the start of the Fiscal Year | was able to use
sonme vacancy dollars fromlast Fiscal Year for people that |eft
our service delivery system and serve an additional 20 people
who were in crisis. And at the end of last Fiscal Year we were
able to use sone one-tine crisis noney just to kind of carry
them over. And so that hel ped us serve nore people.
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Ri ght now we have collected information fromall of the
Area Agencies and the nunber -- I'mstill scrubbing sonme of the
data to be honest with you. | actually gave themuntil the end
of the day today to give us sone information and we are goi ng
back and forth; and |I've asked them okay, of those that are on
the waiting |ist today, because we don't have the resources to
allocate it to them what would be the cost to mnimally serve
people to just get them by and what would it take? And so we're
finalizing those nunbers to really understand. W' re not
tal ki ng about wants, what is absol utely needed.

Al so, at the sane tine, when we gave noney out this year
we took a different approach. And we really -- we | ooked at al
of the students and people newly eligible, those are the A's and
B's, as to what is the dollar anmount to serve those people. And
that's how we based the allocation to the Area Agencies. W
didn't take everybody waiting. W didn't take sone perfornmance
measures. W just |ooked at the A's and B's and then we
actually gave the expectation that you need to target A's, the
students and newWy eligible first, unless there's sonebody who
is already receiving services but has |life safety needs. Because
we couldn't discount the life safety needs, and we asked
agencies to prioritize that way.

We're also working with the agencies to start conducting
utilization reviews, which isn't popul ar anong sone of the
service recipients, but really | ooking at does sonebody still
need the same | evel of service and can we decrease here to help
over here. So we're working on all of those strategies.

REP. ROSENVALD: One fol | ow up, please.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Fol | ow up.

REP. ROSENVWALD: How are you doing wth workforce?

M5. SANTANI ELLO That's a challenge to be perfectly honest.
| don't have the nunbers right off ny head. | actually have them
inny office. But I want to say the turnover in vacancy rate is

significant anong the private providers and the Area Agenci es.
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It's probably at about 20% And so that's significantly
inmpacting their ability. But it hasn't so far, | want to be
honest, inpacted taking the students off the waiting list, so.

REP. ROSENWALD: Thank you.

M5. SANTANI ELLO.  And we haven't added any students since

July.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Representative Cber.

REP. OBER: Thank you, M. Chairman. | was actually going
to e-mail the Assistant Comm ssioner, but since Representative
Rosenwal d opened the door. Wuld it be possible -- this is not
actually a Fiscal item but I would like to understand the
process better. So would it be possible for you to get sone
information to M. Kane that he could share with all of us. And
| really appreciate having broken this out into A's, B's, and
C s because | see we have 16 people waiting for services who
have transitioned from schools into being adult meaning they' ve
turned 21, and we have 30 newly eligible people who are waiting
to get services. So that's two popul ati ons not getting any
servi ces.

MS. SANTANI ELLO  Hm hum

REP. OBER. Then | al so see we have 112 people who are
getting services but who have now requested sonethi ng
addi tional .

M5. SANTANI ELLO:  Yep.

REP. OBER: And ny question was what |1'd |ike to understand,
and | know it's going to be different for all three, so rather
t han draw out Fiscal because | know this isn't a Fisca
guestion --

MS. SANTANI ELLO  Yeah.
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REP. OBER -- I'd like to understand the eval uation
process. Once sonebody turns 21, how do you eval uate them for
services before they start? The sane for the newWy eligible.
And, obviously, then the larger group is the group that is
getting services.

M5. SANTANI ELLO  Yes.

REP. OBER: But has requested a new service. So their
eval uation process is probably sonmewhat different.

MS. SANTANI ELLO  Hm hum

REP. OBER: | would love it if you could get that to M.
Kane. He wll distribute it to all of us.

REP. WEYLER: Thank you, M. Chairman. |If it takes up to
six nmonths to anal yze the needs of a person and we know t hat
they' re over 20, six nonths away fromtheir 21% birthday wherein
they' Il be expecting to get these services, what prevents you
from begi nning the analysis at 20 and 20 and a hal f?

M5. SANTANI ELLO. Can you clarify what you nean as anal ysi s?

REP. VEYLER Your --
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REP. OBER: Eval uati on.

REP. VWEYLER: -- evaluation of how nuch services they'll
need.

M5. SANTANI ELLO.  So, typically, what happens is the Area
Agencies will put soneone -- they'll actually start projecting,
primarily for the students because that's the group that you
know when they're going to need services, right? You know when
soneone's going to turn 21 and actually need the services. So
Area Agencies will actually start planning four years in advance
around, okay, what do we think the person is going to need, you
know, and start doing some projections. And as it gets closer
and closer to the time that they're going to be turning 21, they
actually wll pull together a nmuch nore formal process budget.
And then once they get to the point of, okay, we know how much
noney we are actually going to get, then they go back and revise
that again. So it's an ongoi ng process if you know when the
person is going to need the services. Were it gets a little
tricky are the B's and C s because you don't necessarily know.

CHAI RVAN KURK: So why is not the A s nunber zero?

M5. SANTANI ELLO Because -- | will drill down on that a
little nore. | suspect sone of those A's were left over from
| ast Fiscal Year. And so one of ny tasks today is to drill down
wi th those agencies and say to them A -- one, | don't want to
use the A -- does that person, why are they still waiting for
services? And sonme of the regions honestly may have sonebody
who' d nmuch hi gher need. And so they have to bal ance whose needs
and | ook at the whole m x of people. And so that's what | am at
right nowto drill down on sone of those. If they don't really
want the service right now, then they shouldn't be on the
waiting list regardless if they're an A, B or C

CHAI RMAN KURK: Thank you. Senator Sanborn and then Senator
Mor se.
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SEN. SANBORN:. Ladies, thank you. Lori, this is nore a
guestion for you. If | can go back to the RFP for nobile crisis
t eam

M5. SHI BI NETTE: Sure.

SEN. SANBORN: | guess | ask this on a policy perspective
that if the Legislature's made a policy on Rapid Response
vehi cl es and we have done three different RFPs and all three of
t hem have conme back unsuccessful, at what point do we or should
we assess whether or not the Legislature made a policy position
that m ght not be in the needs of what our state can perform
And as opposed to continually to chase the ball down the road,
do we cone back and say this actually isn't something we can do
or should do today and as a policy maybe we don't do it.

MS. SHI BINETTE: And | think that once the Departnent takes
input fromthe providers to find out why they didn't bid on the
proposal and to see if we can structure the RFP to overcone
t hose obstacles, | think that after that |ast process | think
t he Comm ssioner will be back here saying, you know, this is
just not reasonable within the state and the resources we have
currently in the state. W need to |l ook at a different
i nnovative programthat our providers can perform But right now
| think we are in the process of -- and | know t he
Comm ssioner's nmeeting with people multiple tinmes a week to say
what is stopping you fromdoing this service. And he is -- he is
trying to overcone those obstacles. So | think that there's a
point that you get to, | agree, Senator, that there's a point
where you say, okay, we can't do this. W're not there yet.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Senat or Morse.

SEN. PRESI DENT MORSE: Yeah, just to follow up on that
particul ar issue. Seventy people in waiting rooms is not
acceptable. So if there's a better way to do it, we just brought
this legislation forward in June. So if it's that expired by

now, especially DRF beds, | guess we need to know about that
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i medi ately. I would like to thank you for your efforts. | think
part of the success in the systemis re-eval uating,
re-evaluating, re-evaluating. | met with nmy region and they

told me they satisfied everybody on the waiting list inthe A's
and B's, and basically was people asking for nore and it was 13
at the time --

MS. SANTANI ELLO  Hm hum

SEN. PRESI DENT MORSE: -- that was the group that they're
working with. So | think the way you're approaching it, it is
the right way to approach it. W have X anount of dollars. How
do we keep re-allocating it? Because in here in the |ast

adm ni stration that that stopped happening. | nean, that's what
the region told nme, at least in ny district. It used to be done
twce a year. | think that's the inportant piece that people do

go into hospitals and fall off of ours and things like that. If
we can keep noving that noney around and not using it as our
| apse, | think that's inportant.

M5. SANTANI ELLO. Thank you. | just would like you to be
prepared not -- sonme famlies, individuals think it's theirs al
the tine the noney and so it's a whole cultural and | earning
curve and that we are trying to work with people. So you m ght
al so be getting calls. So | just, you know, want you to be
pr epar ed.

SEN. PRESI DENT MORSE: As a followup, | encourage themto
do that, because | realize we left eight mllion and ten mllion
in the budget phase not appropri at ed.

MS. SANTANI ELLO R ght.

SEN. PRESI DENT MORSE: Senate and the House had a little bit
of a disagreenent there; but | understand that piece of it. But
| think what you're doing is the right approach and let's see
how it works out.

M5. SANTANI ELLO Thank you very much.
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CHAI RVAN KURK: Further questions? There being none, thank
you both very nmuch. Any other discussion on information itens,
m scel | aneous itens? There being none, then let's turn to the
audi t.

STEPHEN SM TH, Director, Audit D vision, Ofice of
Legi sl ati ve Budget Assistant: Good norning, M. Chairnman,
Menbers of the Commttee.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Good norning, M. Smth.

MR SMTH As you stated, this is our performance audit
for the Real Estate Commission. |It's within the Ofice of
Prof essional Licensure and Certification. Fromour office the
i n-charge manager on this audit, Vilay Skidds, who will present
our portion and also joining us at the table is Dan Jones. He's
the Chair of the Real Estate Commi ssion, and Peter Danles, the
Executive Director of OPLC. Wth that, I'Il turn it over to
Vil ay.

VI LAY SKI DDS, Senior Audit Manager, Audit Division, Ofice
of Legislative Budget Assistant: Good norning. Good norning, M.
Chai rman, Menbers of the Conmttee. My nane is Vilay Skidds, and
this morning I'Il be presenting the Real Estate Comm ssion
Performance Audit Report. The purpose of our audit was to
determ ne whet her the Conmi ssion operated efficiently and
ef fectively between July 1%, 2013, and December 31%', 2016. Cur
Executive Sunmary starts on Page 1.

Prior to nerging into OPLC in 2015, the Conmm ssion was a
stand-al one entity. As part of the consolidation, all clerical
busi ness processing and adm ni strative functions were
transferred to the OPLC Director. The Conm ssion retained
responsibilities for overseeing the real estate profession's
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12,000 licensees, including licensing, establishing scope of the
licensing exam resulting conplaints and setting fees. W found
the Comm ssion operated with very few docunented policies and
procedures, especially for critical functions, such as |icensing
and conpl aint resolution. Licensing was perfornmed efficiently
despite a | ack of supervisory review as over 90% of |icenses
were approved within two weeks of receipt.

The licensing process appeared effective as very few
conplaints were filed against real estate agents. O the
conplaints filed, nost were usually resolved within one year.
However, we did find sonme stalled for |ong periods of tine.

The Conmi ssion could benefit fromreviewng its fees,
especially the anount charged for the licensing exam OPLC was
required to establish a cost allocation nethodology to equitably
all ocate costs to all boards and conmm ssions under its purview.
However, by the end of the audit period, this had not yet been
conpl et ed.

OPLC did not provide the Conm ssion with any information on
revenues collected or correspondi ng expenses during the audit
period. Consequently, the Conm ssion did not have financi al
information to set its fees accordingly. Qur Reconmendation
Summary starts on Page 3.

Qur report contains 13 Observations and Recommendati ons.
The Comm ssion concurred or concurred in part with twelve
bservations and did not concur with one. Four may require
| egi sl ative action. Six Qbservations also affected OPLC and OPLC
concurred with all six.

Qur first four Cbservations addressed |icensing. W found
brokers may have been granted reciprocal |icenses wthout clear
statutory authority and there was no process in rule for
sal espersons to obtain a reciprocal |icense. There was no
gui del i nes of what constituted equival ent experience for brokers
to obtain a broker |icense and the Comm ssion did not use
information it collected on an applicant's adverse financi al
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over this licensing function.

The next two Observations, nunbers five and six, address
conpl aint resolution. We found conpl aints were not adequately
tracked resulting in sone stalled in various parts of the
process. Additionally, the process established in statute may
have limted flexibility to process sone conplaints tinely.

bservation 7 addresses fiscal managenent. In addition to
the |l ack of cost allocation nethodol ogy, the OPLC did not track
all of the Conmmi ssion's examrel ated expenses separately from
its general operating expenses as required. W al so found exam
related funds were carried forward w thout proper statutory
authority.

Qur last six Qoservations in the report address
adm ni strative functions. W found Conmmi ssion rules for sone
critical functions were expired. Declaratory rulings were
i nconsi stently handl ed, |ack of conpliance with some statutory
requi renents and no devel oped records managenent program W
al so found a lack of defined roles and responsibilities between
OPLC and the Comm ssion, and no systemto evaluate its
per f or mance.

This concludes ny presentation. 1'Il nowturn it over to
the Comm ssion Chair and the OPLC Director.

CHAl RVAN KURK: Thank you. That was inpressively short and
i mpressively thorough.

M5. SKI DDS: Thank you.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO It's too inpressive. That's
i npressive. That's inpressive.

REP. OBER: It nust be an inpressive norning.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Good norning, sir.
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DAN JONES, Chair, Real Estate Commission, Ofice of
Prof essi onal Licensure and Certification: Good norning. First of
all, I just want to thank Vilay and her staff that they did a
marvel ous job. They were very thorough and the noney was wel |
spent .

| think previous to the audit, | think the Conm ssion
actually functioned maybe in spite of itself. W were able to,
at least in the eyes of the Comm ssioners, | think we felt that
nost things were carried out very well. There were certainly
systens that were not in place that | think were out of habit
nore than anything el se. There were certainly sonme deviations
fromwhat the | aw may have all owed us to do; but they were, for
the nost part, mnor deviations that | don't believe people were
harnmed by. And the overall -- overall purpose of the
Comm ssioners was to oversee primarily the behavior of |icensees
to make sure that we're protecting the public, which is our
charge, and to nmake sure that we are serving the |licensees in
the State of New Hanpshire as we should. So |I don't have
anyt hing other than what's in the report to add.

| think the -- one of the primary issues, as Vilay had
mentioned, is the issue on the finances that for years we have
guestioned why we are -- where the noney is going fromthe

excess funds that are created through the testing. By statute,
anyt hi ng over 125% shoul d cone back to the Comm ssion in one
formor another, either in the formof reduced examfees or as a
rebate back to our Comm ssion, perhaps to offer better services
or nore services to the licensees. And | think that's the one
thing I would strongly say that we are very earnestly | ooking
for answers to.

REP. OBER® M. Chair.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. Gentleman --

REP. OBER. M. Danl es.

CHAI RMAN KURK:  -- fromthe O P-L --
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MR. DANLES: -- C.

CHAI RMAN KURK: -- C. Thank you.

MR. DANLES: Good norning, everybody. Peter Danles. |'m
the Executive Director of the OPLC. | will have soneone cone up

in a mnute and address the fiscal issue; but what | can tel

you since the purview of the audit the adm nistrative services
has i nproved significantly. Wien we took it over we found
several educational falls. W found that several conplaints had
been waiting to be addressed at this tinme, and al so we found
that |icenses were not being issued in an appropriate nmanner. W
are down to about a dozen investigations that are pending.

Education for real estate is being approved within a week,
and the licenses are being conpleted in about five days as well.
Actually, they're being conpleted in three days. | nyself have
devel oped policies and procedures as of July that are nore
consi stent, not only anong the Real Estate Conmi ssion, but the
ot her boards that we serve as well. And if you'd like to
speak -- if you'd like us to speak to the fiscal piece, |'l
have our Director of Adm nistration conme up here to talk to you.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Putting aside the fiscal issue, will all of
the issues raised in this audit be addressed to the satisfaction
and effect of the auditors within six nonths or so?

MR. DANLES: Absol utely.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Thank you. Representative Cber.

REP. OBER: | don't think that was the right question, M.
Chai rman, before | ask ny question, and the reason | say that is
because there are audit -- nunber one requires |egislation and
the Real Estate Commi ssion itself, not the OPLC, but the Real
Estate Conmmi ssion is not in concurrence. And it only says nmay
consi der seeking legislation. So if they don't concur, and we
haven't filed legislation, | don't see how we can ask the OPLC
to have done that in six nonths. | don't know if Senator

Dani el s, because the House chance to pass | egislation has ended,
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if Senator Daniels is planning to file |l egislation on those
things and that's, you know, that's out of their hands. So |
think the answer is which ones in your hands can you fix in siXx
nont hs.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Had | not recogni zed you, Representative
Qober, ny next question would have been to the real estate fol ks
to find out whether it was going to be acconpli shed.

REP. OBER Okay.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Way don't you answer that question.

MR. JONES: Sure. | believe nost of those already have been
addressed and the legislation was basically | think only held up
into because of the Governor's request that any changes to
| egi sl ati on be postponed. Am | correct in saying that?

MR. DANLES: That's correct.

MR JONES: For | think it was a six-nonth period. So we
were a little bit hanmstrung by that.

REP. OBER: That's rul es.

MR JONES: |'msorry?

REP. OBER: Rul es.

MR. JONES: Ch, that was on rules. Okay. Ckay. So beyond
that, ny understanding is that everything that is -- has been
waiting as legislation is either in process or has been

processed already. Peter, do you --

CHAI RVAN KURK: The question -- remenber, sonme of your
responses were concur in part.

MR. JONES: Right.
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CHAI RVAN KURK: And ny question was whet her you woul d neet
all of the auditor's requirenments?

REP. OBER: Not whet her you concur.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Not whet her you concurred in part. So we
have a checklist that we would get back from Legi sl ative
Services after a period of tinme. Has the audited agency conplied
w th recomrendati on nunber one, recommendation nunber two, and
so forth. And you can see that in Appendix F for your | ast
report where nunber 21, the biennial report, nothing was
acconplished, at |least according to this. Well, in six nonths or
a year we are going to be getting a list with the Cbservation
nunbers on it, and we would very nuch |like to see three bl ack
dots after each of those which nmeans total conpliance and that's
t he question. Not whether you would concur in part, but whether
you will be in conpliance with these recommendations within a
reasonabl e period of tinme, both the office and the Conm ssion.

MR. JONES: Go ahead.

MR. DANLES: Under st ood. | believe we'll be there in six
nmont hs.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. And for the Conm ssion?

MR JONES: Yes, | believe so, too.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Thank you. Representative Cber.

REP. OBER: Thank you, M. Chairman. Last bienniumthe Real
Estate Conmmi ssion for the first time done by then Governor
Hassan becane part of what was the Joint Board and it got
renaned as the OPLC. |'ve been on Division | for six terns,
which is 12 years. It distresses me to hear the fiscal piece
because your previous director testified several tines in front
of Division | during the budget hearings that the Real Estate
Comm ssion was getting all the reports and she was neeting 125%
but no nore. That fiscally was going correctly.
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So |l would like to ask and | think Director Danles and |
have already had this conversation, that next time we have the
budget and | hope, sir, you will help him that all of that
informati on conmes to Finance in the budget so we can see the
125. W can see the revenue. And Director Danles had al ready
told me that woul d happen. We had asked your previous director
for that same information. You didn't get it. | just want you to
know we didn't get it either.

MR. JONES: Right.

REP. OBER: So we have been | ooking at that. But the current
agency, | believe, understands why we need it so because they
had several Board neetings and we have now worked out with
Director Danles. So | think we're going to see sone i nprovenent
in that area. And | just want to knowif legislation were filed
under the —and there are 3, 1, 6, and 8 that said | egislation
was required —if the Conm ssion would support legislation in
all of those areas. Because it's really awkward if you file
| egi slation, for exanple, and allow other brokers licensed in
other jurisdictions to receive reciprocal, for us to file the
| egi sl ation and then have you cone and testify against it. |
mean, it's not good for anybody.

MR. JONES: Right.
REP. OBER. So while we would be happy to help out with the

| egi slation piece, we don't do the rules, we just need to know
you woul d be supportive if we did that.

MR. JONES: Relative to reciprocal licensing, we believe the
legislation is already in place that allows it for the
Comm ssion, and we have been granting reciprocal |icenses as

appropriate. Specifically, our belief was that we had the
authority to do it for Massachusetts, Vernont, Miine, and |
believe Georgia. | don't know why Georgia but sonmehow Ceorgi a
popped in. But that we have had other |icensees from ot her
jurisdictions who have rmade application, and we have based our
approval or not approval based on their qualifications. But |

think we believe that legislation's already in place.
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REP. OBER: Question for the auditor. Then why is this, if
that legislation is in place, why does it say |legislative action
requi red, please? Nunber one only.

M5. SKIDDS: Correct. W don't believe the |egislation that
is in place is clear enough to allow brokers to obtain
reci procal |icenses.

REP. OBER: Thank you very mnuch.

MS. SKIDDS: You're wel cone.

CHAI RMAN KURK: Further questions? Can we have a
di scussion? Representative Eaton.

REP. EATON: How many conmi ssioners are there for the
Conmi ssi on?

MR. JONES: There's supposed to be five.

REP. EATON: And how many are there now?

MR. JONES: We have, unfortunately, lost two in the |ast
nonth's time.

REP. OBER: So there's three.

MR. JONES: They were both real estate broker |icensees
whi ch has significantly hanpered our ability to function.

CHAl RMAN KURK: Can we tal k about the financial or fiscal
one?

REP. EATON: Absol utely.

CHAI RMAN KURK: 1t's ny understanding that you shoul d be
char gi ng brokers and ot her people whomyou |license a fee to
cover 125% of your costs.
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MR. JONES: Correct.

CHAI RVAN KURK: You suggested you could use the extra noney,
what ever that nmeant, for other purposes. Could you explain that?

MR. JONES: Well, only in some way it was as high as, |
bel i eve, 185% of the anmpunt that we're supposed to rai se.
I nstead of 125, it was 185. It has been over for a nunber of
years' tinme. And under the statute it is our understandi ng that
anyt hing over the 125 is supposed to cone back to the Conm ssion
to the benefit of the licensees in one formor another, either
in reduced exam fees for anyone taking an examor for -- ands |
threw out the idea in some other form | don't knowif that's
| egi sl atively possible or not but in sonme way to the benefit of
the real estate of our body versus going to the OPLC if that's
where it went to subsidize other agencies or to the CGeneral
Fund.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Wy don't we reduce the rate to real estate
| i censees?

REP. EATON: Right.

REP. OBER: Yes, exactly.

CHAI RVAN KURK: That's what's supposed to happen.

MR. JONES: And if we're authorized to do that, that's fine.
| nmean, that hasn't been suggested before. It sounds like a
| ogi cal suggesti on.

CHAI RVAN KURK: You're not authorized to charge nore than
125%

MR. JONES: Ckay. My understanding -- well, and
that's -- that approach has not been di scussed before to ny
knowl edge. Because if it was in our latitude to do that, | think
t hat makes sense to do so.
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CHAI RVAN KURK: But | don't think you have a choice. The
Suprene Court has made it very clear that if we are to charge a
fee, the fee cannot exceed the actual cost by nore than 25%  f or
sone sort of indirect cost and things |ike that. So your
obligation as a, quote, 125% agency, ungquote, is to nake sure
that your fee is 125% of your costs and sone of your costs have
to be allocated to you fromthe OPLC

MR. JONES: Right, and that's understandable. | think our
concern is we have never known -- we have never seen the true
i ncone and expense ratio for specifically the exans. It's always
been hidden and it has been requested in the past | know. | know

when Beth Edes was our director, she did request to whatever
agency she had a request a breakdown and she did not get it.

CHAI RVAN KURK: M. Danles, will you see that that
information is given to the Comm ssion expeditiously and that
the rates are set at 125%

MR. DANLES: Absolutely. Melissa, you have anything el se?

CHAI RVAN KURK:  Ma' am

MELI SSA VANSI CKLE, Director of Adm nistration, Ofice of
Prof essional Licensure and Certification: My nane is Melissa
Vansickle. |I'mDirector of Administration. 1It's a pleasure to
present in front of you Representatives and Senat ors.

| have been working with the Division of Adm nistrative
Servi ces, Bureau of Accounting, to devel op an equitabl e cost
all ocation plan for salaries, rent, and what have you. The
agency, OPLC, does track direct expenditures for each Board, and
we are able to provide the direct expenditures, as well as
revenues for each Board on a nonthly or quarterly basis; but we
cannot provide the indirect portion for personnel, benefits, and
rent, what have you, as well as adm nistration overhead
expenditures to allocate those to the Board until the close of
the Fiscal Year. So we can give them sone sort of analysis
to -- to where they stand, but that nunber will change until the

year has cl osed out.
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CHAI RVAN KURK: Can you give themthe anount for 20177?

M5. VANSI CKLE: We'd be nore than happy to give them 2016.
2017 expenditures have not been fully allocated yet.

CHAI RVAN KURK: When -- when that is done, when the CAFR
conmes out or whenever, you would then be able to give them 20177

M5. VANSI CKLE:  Yes.

CHAI RVAN KURK: So they could then use that to set their
rates?

M5. VANSI CKLE: Yes. An analysis will need to be done
between the current Director of the Real Estate Comm ssion, as
well as the Director of Technical Professions with the
information | provide them They would need to work with the
Board to determ ne how much the fee should cone down. That is
not part of ny function.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Under st ood. But you have a very inportant
role in making sure they have the information on which they base
t heir deci sion.

M5. VANSI CKLE: Yes.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Representative Eaton.

REP. EATON: M. Chair, I'mfrankly surprised with you that
why would we wait for the 2017 info to cone out? Wy woul dn't
they start acting now on the 2016 information? It -- it has
been all eged for an extended period that the |icensees were
bei ng overcharged. And if they have 2016 data that will show the
costs are over and above, they could deal with that adequately
now.

CHAI RVAN KURK: 1'm not fam liar enough with the intricacies
of when the timng of when people are |icensed to know whet her
the 2016 nunbers should be used to determne that or whether it

makes sense to wait for the 2017 nunbers. But the next tine a
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bill goes out to anybody, it should reflect the | atest
information available to you to allocate the cost so the rate
woul d go down.

MR. JONES: Right.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Presunably.

M5. VANSICKLE: If | may interject?

CHAI RVAN KURK: Yes, nma'am

M5. VANSI CKLE: The | aw states that the 125% shall be of the
previ ous Fiscal Year's expenditures. And since we have now
gotten the allocation piece through Adm nistrative Services with
their assistance, to allocate it based on the nunber of
licensees is a little unfair. So we chose to do it based on the
percentage of tine each enpl oyee works, and then take that
percentage as a whole and allocate it fairly anongst the boards
rat her than on the nunber of |icensees or the revenue comng in.

CHAI RVAN KURK: We're not in any way trying to interfere
wi th how you do the allocation. W want to nake sure that the
law is followed and that |icensees are charged 125% of your

costs. And if you have to use the prior -- the |atest year or
the prior Fiscal Year, whatever the law requires, let's do so.
So the next tine you send out a bill to a licensee, it's 125%

not 180% of costs.

M5. VANSI CKLE: To be fair, | just want to summari ze what |
was trying to get to make it brief is | just got that piece and
| amworking to finalize that so they could have it for their
Cctober, if not their Novenber, neeting for both '16 and 17.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Excel lent. Thank you.

MS. VANSI CKLE: Sorry.

CHAI RVAN KURK: You' ve even satisfied Representative Eaton,

which is no small task. Representative Wyler.
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REP. WEYLER: If, in fact, we're trying to get this done in
six nonths, and four of the 13 itens require |legislation, you
can't get it done in six nonths, because it takes nore than six
nmonths to get |egislation approved. It's going to be perhaps
next May or June, and we don't -- we are past the filing date
for the House. WIIl the Senate pick up on filing the
| egi sl ati on? Representative D All esandro.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO If | mght, M. Chairnmn?

CHAI RMAN KURK: Senat or.

SEN. D ALLESANDRO There have been di scussions with
Senators about the legislation. |I've had sone di scussions and |
t hi nk Senat or Bradl ey has had sone di scussions so yes, indeed,
the Senate's prepared to file |egislation.

CHAI RVAN KURK: Good. And pl ease renenber that if sonething
cones up later after a deadline, we can always anend a bill.
Representative Wyl er.

WEYLER: | nobve we accept the report, place it on file,
and rel ease in the usual manner.

REP. EATON: Second.
