Thanks so much for comi ng today. | appreciate
it.

My concern isn't as nmuch as an application for FEVA
funds and, frankly, it's nore the fact that for sone tine
now the State hasn't been maintaining its responsibility in
paying its 12% share or 12%% share of the 25% of required
paynments by State entities. So we are continuing to force
this undue pressure by maki ng our |ocal communities pay
100% nore than they're supposed to. So they're paying
doubl e. My understanding is we accunul ated about a
$5 nmillion backlog of noney the State is supposed to be
payi ng and hasn't been.

Short of legislative action, and |I'mnot sure part of
nmy question, Madam Chair, is the House putting in anything
to try and rectify the situation? Wat are we doing to try
and get the State portion of the funding back on track so
we're not putting this burden on our |ocal communities?
Now, obviously, we need the FEMA noney. W all understand
it's a requirenent, but shouldn't there be sone force to
make the State pay its share and what can we do about that?
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M5. BIELECKI: Yes, thank you for that question. |'m
afraid it's probably outside of ny scope to discuss that. |
understand there are a | ot of questions regarding the 12¥%%
W' ve received sone requests for information about the
grant funding that has not had the 126 built into that or
for grants that were not provided with that. | am not sure
where -- where that is in the process, but | know there is
a lot of interest and local interest as well to get that
fundi ng restored.

SEN. SANBORN: Fol lowup then, if | may?

CHAl RWOVAN WALLNER: Yes, Senator Sanbor n.

SEN. SANBORN: | guess is there a provision or what
happens at sonme point if the | ocal conmunities can only pay
12'%% and can't pay the whole 25% Are we at risk at |osing
t hat FEMA support or is there sone provision acknow edgi ng
that the State's not paying its responsibility that those
communities will still get the assistance that they need?

STEVE MOSHER, Chief Financial Oficer, Departnent of
Heal th and Human Servi ces: For the record, ny nanme is Steve
Mosher, Chief Financial Oficer of HHS.

CHAI RMOVAN WALLNER: Thank you. And | believe, Senator
Sanborn, you have a question?

SEN. SANBORN: Yes, Madam Chair. Thank you. Steve,
thanks for coming in today. | appreciate it. This is part
of the larger question, |arger conversation we're having.
It started in this past |egislative session dealing
specifically with the Vaccination Board. And as you
probably remenber, there was a request to expand the
assessnment pool in order to try and drive the rates down
and the expectation in the Commttee hearings and the
conversations we had woul d show there was a thought that
we'd be driving rates down about 30% W are paying 26. 60,
| think, per person today. And by expanding it fromjust
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the small business community to all payers of insurance,
obvi ously, you're expanding the pool, the rate would cone
down. But |I'mbeing led to believe in sone information |I've
gotten that the assessment pay is going from$1ll nmillion to
$19 million this year in the budget. It's going up about
66% not down. And, B, on one of the lines in there, there
was an assessnent for $500, 000, a special assessnent
without a lot of clarification. Again, I"'mbeing led to
bel i eve that was noney -- no one knows what that is being
used for but someone suggested being used to initiate this
program That there also seens to be a request for Federal
funds to initiate this tenperature nonitoring system So
guess at the hundred thousand foot |level first, what's
going on, and do we really have the controls and understand
that we're seeing such an explosion of the noney? And is

t he 500,000 fromthe assessnent pool being used to fund
this tenperature control systemor the Federal grant and if
it's the Federal grant what's the $500, 000 for?

MR. MOSHER: | can't speak to the 10,000 foot issue. |
nean, | can tell you that the appropriation unit, the
accounting unit you see before you on this itemis the
adm ni stration of the program There's a separate
appropriation unit for the purchase of the vaccine, which
is about $20 million, and it's funded by private insurance
conpani es. The State has anong the 50 states one of the
hi ghest i muni zation rates in the country, because we have
a very good collaboration with private insurance conpanies
where fromthis $20 million pool we are able to purchase
vacci nes through the Federal Procurement System at a nuch
di scounted rate fromwhat the private insurance woul d pay
if they were going to go out and buy these on the open
market. That's why it's a -- it's a win/win for the
chil dren who get vaccinated, plus the insurance conpanies
because they are able to purchase vaccine at a di scounted
rate. So we purchase the vaccines, distribute themto the
provi ders, the physicians.
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What the tenperature control unit is is nost -- a lot
of these vaccinations -- imunization drugs have to be
refrigerated. W nonitor the tenperatures. The problemis
that nost of the refrigerators you open the door, |ook at
the tenperature, and it is what it is, but you don't know
what it was 24, 48 hours ago. What this grant is going to
do is allowus to fit these refrigerators with recording
devices so that you put the thernoneter in and it will keep
track what the tenperature has been over a period of tine.
This cane out in the inmmunization programrecently audited
by the Federal Government and one of the findings was this
tenperature nonitoring system But -- so | can speak to
that issue. But as far as your broader question on driving
down the rates, |1'd have to refer to Dr. Montero or the
Comm ssi oner for that.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you, sir. One foll owup, ma' anf?

CHAl RWOVAN WALLNER: Yes.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you. So | guess |'m not
guestioning what our role is. You want to docunent the
specific grant that, A is $500,000 sufficient anount of
noney to buy a nonitoring device for every single doctor's
of fice and every single hospital for every single
i muni zation? It seenms ny gut would tell ne the nunber
m ght not be right, because we are also providing training.
Even above that, is it the role of HHS? So |I'm al so
hearing fromdoctors then this is the first time HHS i s
going to start walking into the doctor's office and
nmonitoring their refrigeration systens. Isn't that a role
that the hospitals and doctors should be doi ng and not HHS?

MR. MOSHER: W do have a responsibility to maintain
public health, and in that regard we're not going to go in
and flash badges and, you know, and say let's see your
system But that's the purpose of these nonitoring devices
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is so that you don't have to go in everyday to check
tenperatures. You can go in when necessary and | ook at the
thernonmeter and tell what the tenperature has been over a
period of tine.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you, sir.

MR. MOSHER: | was in the food business for many years.
We used the sane tenperature devices for transportation.
The driver would say that -- the requirenent was to keep
the tenperature at 40 degrees and we knew it was 40 degrees
when it left Illinois, but we wanted to nmake sure it been
mai nt ai ned for 40 degrees when it got to Boston. And we
used the sanme kind of devices so we could | ook to see what
t he range had been.

SEN. SANBORN: | appreciate that. I'min the food
i ndustry nyself and maintaining tenperatures but the
governnment doesn't cone in and track themfor ne. So thank
you, sSir.

CHAI RWOVAN WALLNER: Further questions? Representative
Wyl er.

REP. WEYLER: Thank you, Madam Chair. M. Msher, how
many of these nonitoring devices are we buying for this?

VR. MOSHER: | don't know the answer to that.

REP. WEYLER: Do you have any idea; 100, 2007

My guess woul d be well over
200 because we have nore providers than the 200.

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MR. CLEMENT: Yes, good norning. For the record, ny
nane is Chris O enent, Comm ssioner of New Hanpshire
Departnment of Transportation, and Patrick MKenna is with
me. He's Director also of Finance for the New Hanpshire
Departnment of Transportation. Good norning.

CHAI RWOVAN WALLNER: Thank you. Thank you for joining

us.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you, Madam Chair. A couple
questions, if | mght? |If | could paint the picture, help
me understand it.

VR. CLEMENT: Ckay.

SEN. SANBORN: You guys are running about $75 mllion
worth of assets in equipnent today. And if you're living on
a 10-year life cycle, you should be spendi ng about --

MR. CLEMENT: Seven and a half mllion dollars a year.

SEN. SANBORN: -- seven and a half million dollars a
year. Should be pretty basic math. And ny understanding is
you're only spending a couple mllion dollars or two and a
half mllion dollars.

MR. CLEMENT: 2.6.

SEN. SANBORN: |'msorry?

MR. CLEMENT: 2.6 mllion this year and 2.57 next

year.

SEN. SANBORN: So, obviously, concerned at sone |evel
that you're not keeping up with the needs that you guys
have to nake sure your fleet's running. So ny question is
two- prong. On one hand | ooks |like you're transferring noney
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out of that account and would it be better used to buy the
equi pnrent? And the other half of that question is | do
under st and you noved over to |easing equi pment versus just
straight acquisitions. And if nmaybe you could provide this
Commttee with sonmething so we could do kind of an appl es
to appl es conparison. Are you |easing enough to make up
fromthe 2.6 to the 7.5? Shed sone |ight on where you're at
and how confortable are you noving this noney out of the
equi pnment acqui sition account into other types of

mai nt enance. And |I'm not questioning your judgnent on
what's the best one, but I'mtrying to help you nake sure
you have what you need for safer equipnent.

MR. CLEMENT: Okay. So I'll start and then if -- and
t hen perhaps you could backup if | say anything wong or
incorrect, please junp in so it's corrected here. But our
equi pnent budget -- our fleet equi pment budget or DOT
equi pnent budget is sonething different than what we are
tal king about with the mllion eighty-seven transfer for
t he coaches. So our equi pnment budget is out of the New
Hanpshire H ghway Fund. So for all the DOT vehicles we
have, you know, 2100 pl ated pi eces of equipnent. That's the
budget. That's the $75 million in value that you' re talking
about and we should be turning over about 10% of that a
year which is about $7% mllion, and we haven't been doing
that for probably 10 years. So that's a different funding
source, Senator, than what we're tal king about here.

SEN. SANBORN:  Ckay.

MR. CLEMENT: This transfer with the buses and
mai ntai ni ng them you know, the bus facility, that mllion
ei ghty-seven, is 99 -- was it 99.4% Federal funds. And
those are Federal funds that we get fromthe FTA, the
Federal Transit Admi nistration. And those are used to keep
our Park and Rides going and our bus fleet, our buses --
our 22 buses that we own for Boston Express and we own a
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few for C& Trailways as well. Did I get that right?

PATRI CK MCKENNA, Director of Finance, Departnent of
Transportati on: Perfect.

MR. CLEMENT: Ckay. Thank you.

SEN. SANBORN: Thank you.

MR. CLEMENT: You're wel cone.

MR. MCKENNA: If | could add one point. This transfer
particularly is really a refinenent. W are actually not
nmovi ng the funds from-- fromthe equipnent line. W're
nmoving it fromwhat's considered a pass-through of Federal
grants. What we have done is we've refined in our asset
system ownership. We clearly established ownership of
several of these buses that the State owns. And what we are
doing is recognizing that the maintenance -- we are
actually doing power train work on these. W are
contracting that work out. So we are noving this from
pass-through as if it were going to a community, and we are
saying that this is really for the naintenance of the
items. It was inproperly budgeted. And we're putting it in
the right line itemso we can pay contractual services for
the -- for the maintenance -- the ongoi ng nmai nt enance of
t hese buses.
