This bill corrects the inappropriate use of the timber trespass law in shade and ornamental tree disputes. 
Current statute does not spell out the value for timber that is cut. Clarifying that the market value based 
on the stumpage value of a forest product, not a replacement value, reduces the tendency to exceed values 
beyond the intent of the statute while still maintaining the ability to penalize trespass violations.
