The Department of Transportation is requesting additional consideration relative to the reporting of 
capital projects outside of the HB25 (Fund 30) requirement. 

Chapter 192, Laws of2023 (HB 384) changed the Capital Budget Overview Committee to the Capital 
Project Overview Committee and broadened the scope of quarterly project reporting to the Committee. 
These reporting requirements are found in RSA 17-J:4. 

Further guidance on the scope of the new requirement was further defined at the September 15th meeting 
of the Committee, and includes the following reporting expectations: 

• Projects contained in the final adopted capital budget (HB25) 
• Projects with a minimum threshold of $1 million from any source 
• Any other project(s) the Committee requests. 

The Department of Transportation (DOT) continues to provide quarterly status updates for all projects 
funded through the Capital Budget process. However, the Department is seeking further clarification of 
the reporting requirements relative to additional projects equal to or more than $1 million from any 
source. All of the Department's work is project-based and, given the nature of the work, very few 
projects fall outside of the $1 million minimum threshold. 

To be responsive, we have provided an initial report from our Project management information system 
of active projects ( a list of approximately 600 projects). The Department's project volume is substantial 
and a requirement to report more detailed quarterly project status for each project would require 
significant effort in staff time and coordination and further burden project engineers (primarily) who are 
also currently experiencing a 30% vacancy rate at DOT. 

The Department is unsure as to whether this report meets the Committee's expectations with regards to 
this RSA. We also have several other publicly reported project and program documents including the 
the Advertising Schedule, the 4-yar State Transportation Improvement Plan (STIP) and the Ten Year 
Plan {TYP) available that may meet the reporting need. We want to be helpful and responsive but we 
want the information to be useful to the Committee.
